A Bit of Outreach History

About 12 years ago, the community of St. Patrick began to discern et@ahl of concern it would support. At the
same time the Finance Council began to set aside a portion of iek pavenue as a parish tithe. After an
extensive discernment process, it was decided that we would sugpgee® and homeless women. The decision
was also made to provide a way that would allow parishioners to mdkedual contributions to these same
organizations. Thus the “green envelope” became part of the montleippeacket. Currently, the organizations
we support include our sister parish of Nueva Trinidad, Broadway Hodss@el House. Traditionally, checks for
the distribution of the parish outreach tithe and the green envelope contribuéiongttn in June, at the end of the
fiscal year. Green envelope contributions without a designatioplaced in an “as needed” account. This money
is distributed according to special needs that come to the attentioa parish staff. Green envelope contributions
to Noel House are not distributed directly to Noel House, but aretoseghport the monthly Saturday night dinners
that we prepare and serve on the second Saturday of the month fantle& &t Noel House.

Sister Parish monies are distributed with the assistance dbdbrml Justice Committee. The Walk-a-Long in
October and the One World Craft Fair in November are among theafsimgy efforts for Nueva Trinidad. The
projects we support have been developed by the people in Nueva Trinidae &eep connected with them as to
which projects we should support.



Community Center and Senior Citizens Programs: Community Center provides a library and a venue for
community gatherings. In addition to supporting staffing of the cemterfund programs for senior citizens.
Programs provide the elders of the community with regular sgeidlerings, adequate nutrition and day-to-day
support in meeting their basic needs. ($6,460 for staff and programs from fundraising sindytaeach tithe.)
Parish of San Bartolome: The municipality of Nueva Trinidad is one half of the Parishaf Bartolome. Our
donations help to support catechism and outreach activities in the Nuewad sector of the parish and enable the
parish to respond to special needs (like our own St. Vincent de Payjande them with maintenance funds for
their church structure. ($1,000 from individual contributions.)

Scholarship Program: One of the projects run by the parish which we support directlygas\acholarships for
students to attend high school in neighboring communities or college aityheParticipating students are required
to cover some expenses and commit to repaying the community byngaciu tutoring others in the community.
($1,000 from individual contributions and parish outreach tithe)

In the spirit of community with Nueva Trinidad, the Social Jusfloenmittee sells fair trade coffees and teas on the
second Sunday of the month after both masses.
